The Standard 

● Your dress needs to have some sort of strap or sleeve around your arms or neck (having one 

shoulder dresses are permitted).   

● We want to avoid complete open backs, please have your dress cover at least half your back. It 

should cover your bra. 

● The highest part of your slits need to be at least a half inch lower than fingertip length. 

● Cut outs in your dress must have colored mesh or fabric covering if it is in an area that should be 

covered. 

● Be aware of how tight your dress is. We do not want any skin tight dresses. 

● Please have your dress cover your cleavage. 

● Think elegant, beautiful, gorgeous, and full of decorum.  

We believe that because each of us are uniquely fearfully and wonderfully made, each dress will look
